ePortfolio Assignment
The ePortfolio is an option for assessment which was designed to assist students in developing documentation with respect to learning and growth in their clinical dentistry skills and knowledge in dental school. In this assessment, students elect to critically analyze some of their clinical work.  The design of this assignment is to have students participate in a formative exchange with Dr. Gardner throughout the course with a summative component of 15 marks for both the fall and winter terms. This will be constructed using a BLOG format on the web platform www.diastemas.com .  
Formative -  the students will take pictures of one of each of their:






            1. Class II Ag or Comp preparation/restoration





2. Class III or Cl V preparation/restoration






3.. an esthetic or complex amalgam procedure
            4.  an ergonomics video 

and consider the critical requirements determined for these restorative procedures to merit a passing grade. In considering the critical requirements, the student is to answer:

1. Where did you have the most problems?  What did you do to solve these problems

2. What constituted your major break-through (your aha moment) in completing this restorative procedure?

3.  In achieving this break-through, how will this help you in defining yourself as a dentist?

The images of the restorative procedures and accompanying critical reflection will be handed in for formative feedback according to the following schedule:

1. Class II Ag or Comp prep/resto -  Oct 1st 
2. Class III or Cl V prep/resto – Nov 5th (peer review component)
3. Esthetics or Complex Amalgam – Feb 4th (peer review component)
4. Ergonomics video – Mar 11th 

The summative schedule for the final ePortfolio format:

1. fall – Dec 10th
2. winter – Mar 26th 
The polished version of the ePortfolio will also include video taping of the student while working in simulation (students will be required to assess their ergonomics during the video taping) and may (at the student’s discretion) include voice overlay (to articulate their thoughts in a given area).
