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Things to do on the UBC Point Grey Campus 
Free Admission

1. Take in the symmetrical view of Main Mall from the Henry Angus Building, looking in either direction

2. Smell the roses at the UBC Rose Garden 

3. Take a picture at the Flagpole Plaza, with a view of the North Shore Mountains 

4. Explore the historical context of settler colonialism and themes relating to the history of the Indian 

Residential School System at the new Indian Residential School History and Dialogue Centre 

5. See the Chapman Commons and the Ridington Room (the “Harry Potter Room”) at the Irving K. Barber 

Learning Centre 

6. Take the stairs down to Wreck Beach (note: Wreck Beach is clothing-optional, and the stairs down are 

well-maintained but can be quite a trek in the heat) 

7. Need a souvenir? Grab a UBC-branded item or locally-produced good at the UBC Bookstore  
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Things to do on the UBC Point Grey Campus 
Cost Admission

1. See the blue whale skeleton, one of the largest and most well—reconstructed in the world, at the Beaty

Biodiversity Museum ($ for entrance; free to see skeleton) 

2. Visit the Nitobe Memorial Garden, a 2.5 acre traditional Japanese garden, consider one of the top Japanese 

gardens outside of Japan, and toured by the Emperor and Empress of Japan in 2009 

3. Visit the Student Union Building called the Nest. There are also a variety of restaurants around the Nest 

like Jamjar or Rain or Shine 

4. The Gallery 2.0 is a pub located at the top of the Nest, with views of campus 

5. Have time to visit a museum? See the collections at the Museum of Anthropology
