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Summer Study Abroad Report Outline
Due: September 16th, 2022
Reports are an important source of information about the various exchange and summer study abroad programs. Summer programs differ and every student's experience is unique so all exchange students' contributions are valuable. Your report will be made available to prospective Sauder Summer Study Abroad students to read as a reference to making their exchange decisions.

Format: The report should be 4-6 typed pages and may be an individual or collaborative effort. To provide some consistency across all reports, we ask that you cover the following topics in order.  Please be as specific and detailed as possible.  Include the type of information that you found useful before you left on exchange and the information that you would have found useful. The use of photographs, articles from student newspapers, or any other materials that would contribute to your report are highly encouraged. 
I. COVER PAGE: Include student name and name of your exchange school. Photos and host school’s pictures/ logos welcome.

II. INTRODUCTION: Include a brief paragraph introducing yourself and describing your reason(s) for deciding to go on summer study abroad and reason for selecting the partner school/program.

III. ORIENTATION: What happened when you arrived?  Was it easy to get from the airport?  Did you receive an adequate orientation? Was there a buddy-system in place to help orient you to your new environment? Were social activities included in the program (i.e. student-hosted socials, ‘welcome’ events etc.) Were you made to feel welcome?   

IV. COURSES & REGISTRATION:  If applicable, were you able to enroll in the courses that you wanted?  Was the registration system efficient and schedule clear? What advice would you offer to next year's students regarding the course offerings or program in general?  How would you compare the level and caliber of courses at your Host University with those of UBC? Are courses generally more or less difficult? How was the course workload?  

V. TEACHING: Is the style of teaching very different from UBC Sauder? Is the material covered at a similar pace, depth or volume compared to UBC Sauder? What did you think about the quality of teaching?  What style of teaching is used most often (seminars, lecture, case study, projects)? How much class participation, homework is involved?

VI. LANGUAGE COURSES (WHERE RELEVANT): Were there language courses available? If so, what were the costs? Would you recommend any other strategies for exchange students to learn more of the language before starting their exchange?

VII. CAMPUS FACILITIES: What are the differences between UBC's campus and the Host University's campus? Where are the best places to study? Did you have access to computers? Should students bring their own computers? Safety issues: Did you feel safe on campus? Were you made aware of available student services?
VIII. HOUSING FACILITIES: Was housing organized by your Host School? Was the housing provided adequate? If you had to locate your own accommodation, how did you do this? How do the housing facilities compare? Are telephones, laundry facilities, cooking facilities provided? Are rooms quiet? Which are the best residences to apply to (if applicable)? Is there a meal plan at the housing facility? What is the quality of the cafeteria food? Is food expensive? Is "eating-out" expensive? How close are the grocery shopping areas?

IX. COSTS/ EXPENSES: Please give cost estimates that are as accurate as possible. You are the very best resource for future students in this area. Did you encounter any unexpected costs?  Remember to include how much you spent over what period of time; e.g. rent/month or for the term.
