Students learn to sing the song by listening to it and singing as they feel ready. Note that the first “ooo” lasts for four beats before moving onto the next note.

Students sing “against” the teacher. Students start the song first. Teacher starts singing the song, from the beginning, when students sing the word “ghost”. Students should be able to hold their own part.

Students can be divided into small groups of 4 – 6 to practice singing in a round. If they want, students can add rhythm instruments, colour instruments, xylophones (E and B), or guitar (Em).

Students perform for the class in small groups.
