	As the students are assembling their instruments, the staff will already be drawn on the board. “Good morning everyone. Today, we’re going to go over naming flats on the staff, and identifying them by the key signature”.


	REVIEW

	We will start out with the exercises in the Best In Class book. We will play through #76, 77, & 78 to get the students warmed up. 


	CHECK

skill/knowledge 


	This time will be spent very briefly going over the basic note naming techniques that have been previously learned. 


	ADD NEW 


	The concept of flats will now be introduced. Once the students demonstrate that they can do this in the class environment, the students will receive worksheets and reference sheets. Once they complete the worksheets, they will hand them to their neighbor to mark.


	PERFORM 

	The students will now continue their work on Royal Empire Overture. 


	CLOSURE 


	The students will now play through Jeepers Creepers. If time allows, the students will play through more of their repertoire.


Given lecture, instruction and student input, the students will be able to identify which notes are flat on staff based on the key signature. This will be building on previously learned concepts of naming notes on the staff, and distinguishing which notes are sharp. This skill will be further enforced by having the students fill out note names on a worksheet. This lesson will also include further rehearsal on Royal Empire Overture and Jeepers Creepers.
