	INTRO  


	The students will be assembling their instruments.
“Good afternoon, Today, we’re going to go back over our new learned note from last time, learn a couple of new notes, and the clarinets will learn how to cross the break.”


	REVIEW

	We will warm up by going through #78 and 79 in the workbook. These two will be played without a break, and to close, the students will repeat 78. 


	CHECK

skill/knowledge 


	To further reinforce newly learned skills, we will rehearse #82, 83, and 86. The purpose of this will be to go over a newly learned note (high concert A). 


	ADD NEW 


	At this point, the students will learn new excerpts 88, 89, and 91 (which will be done as a round the second time). This will be done to implement the concept of “crossing the break” for the clarinet section. This will also include discussion of fingering and thumb placement.


	PERFORM 

	To further reinforce the newly learned concepts, we will go through 93, 94, 95, 96, 98, and 100 in the workbook. We will also look at our new repertoire, “Breaking out”.


	CLOSURE 


	To close, we will go back over Polly Wolly Doodle, #70 in the workbook, as they are already proficient at it.


Given instruction and rehearsal, the students will learn the concept of CROSSING THE BREAK. This will be done through going through excerpts in the “Best in Class” workbook. Once the clarinets have learned this concept, it will be further implemented by rehearsing through later excerpts in the workbook. If time allows, we will move onto our repertoire. 
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
