Write clearly and legibly, explain yourself thoroughly and avoid repetition. 

Your audience has a notoriously short attention span so this document cannot exceed 1 ½ pages (the shorter the better). Include each of the headings but you may use bullet points, headings or any other formatting you feel will help you build a clear and strong sense of possibility for your pitch. 

You will not be judged on the premise of the program, but rather, on how well you present your thoughts.
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
