
BREAKDOWN OF THE NUMBERS
Federal Level

12.6% of agencies
reported hate crimes in
2018, a 4% drop from
1996's figures. This trend
is directly related to an
increase in agency
participation... and their
reporting of zero hate
crimes in a year.

State reports vary wildly
with very low figures from
states without hate crime
laws. One of them,
Wyoming, reported zero
hate crimes in 2018. More
State and FBI field office
reports from that year can
be found here.

State Level Local Level
Reporter Tara Rosenblum
of Westchester County NY,
created her own database
of hate crime reports at
local police agencies. This
tells us that only 7.6% of
the County's hate crime
reports entered the FBI
Database between 2010-
2018, a truly breathtaking
descrepency.
