
SOME EXAMPLES OF QUESTIONS FROM EACH LEVEL OF BLOOM’S TAXONOMY

Knowledge (recall and recognition of factual information) 
List the six levels of Bloom’s Taxonomy

Comprehension (explaining or translating into different terms)

Summarize in your own words why questions are important in teaching

Application (using information in a new situation)

Describe the circumstances in which would you pose a question of the “knowledge” level

Analysis (relating the parts to the whole) 
Show how this question is an example of one that promotes analysis.

Synthesis (combining elements into original patterns)

Create a questioning sequence intended to lead students to understand that the earths geographical north pole has the same polarity as the south pole of a bar magnet. 

Evaluation (engaging in critical inquiry)

Judge whether the sample questions  given here are suitable examples of each level of Bloom’s Taxonomy
