EDUC 177 Assignment: Microteaching “The Ingredients of Teaching”
Estimated time to complete this assignment: 8 hours
Introduction
Teaching is a complex process. The purpose of this exercise is to help you to identify some of the important features we see in teaching practices. It is our hope that it will help you to form a model for your planning and teaching that you can apply in useful ways in your own classrooms.
The Task
You are asked to teach something to a small group. Afterwards, you will reflect on the experience to explore the process and to identify the ingredients of planning and delivery.

Group selection. First, invite a group of between 3 and 10 people to be your “students” in the lesson you will prepare. These people can be colleagues, friends, or family of any age. Ask them if they would be willing to be available at a particular time and place when you can teach your lesson to them. It would be useful and informative if you made yourself available to be one of the “students” for one or more of your colleagues who are completing this same assignment.

1. Planning:  Prepare a short, 10 minute lesson about teaching a skill or a concept to your “students” on a topic not related to your teaching area. Chose a topic you know well, such as fixing a tire, a game, craft, dance, identifying plants, etc. Try to use some physical materials in your lesson. Think carefully about what you are planning to do and how you are going to do it.

2. Teaching: Teach your lesson to your group of “students”.

3. Reflections: After your lesson, consider these Reflective Questions as they apply to your own microteaching, or to any of the other lessons you participated in. Finally, drawing on these reflections, write about the features of an “ideal” lesson as you might imagine it.

Reflective Questions to Consider 
What did you want your students to learn? Why did you choose that topic? How did you introduce the topic or skill? How did you help students learn? How do you think students learn best? What resources did you use or wish to use? What did you ask students to do? Were they interested? What questions did you ask and what was your purpose in asking them? Would you have planned your lesson differently if your students were of different age? How well did they understand the concept or master the skill? How do you know?
Writing Assignment
Imagine an “ideal” teaching lesson. In that imaginary lesson, the goals were well chosen, the instruction and learning experiences of the students resulted in deep and meaningful learning, and in the end, the teacher was able to determine how successful his or her students were.
In general terms, write about the nature of the goals, the features of instruction, and the assessment practices that the teacher used in this “ideal” and imaginary lesson.
