About Us:

 Ank is a non Government and non profit making organization based in New Delhi. The Organization is registered under Societies Registration Act(XXXI)1860, Govt of NCT of Delhi.

The thought process behind ANK is that quality education is the only:

· Vehicle that can improve the living standards of the poor people. 

· Tool which can equip them to make informed and intelligent choices about their lives and future. 

· Weapon to fight poverty and truly empower the children who tomorrow will be the face of India. 

ANK seeks to achieve a better tomorrow through the medium of education and unleash the power of knowledge that is inaccessible to millions.

What we do:  

Presently we are providing free education to more than 800 out of school children in the age group of 6 to 14 years, in South Delhi. Some of them never went to any formal schooling system and some are drop outs. We teach children in a group/class of 40, called “Learning Centre” (LC). We try to bting education at the doorstep of those children who needs it, hence our learning centers are either in the community of very close to it. At present our Learning Centres are being run at 9 different venues in the area close to Saket, Delhi. 

In our Learning Centers, the man activities are :-

· to impart literacy in the three R’s (Reading, writing, arithmetic).

· To provide age appropriate to all of the children.

· To provide computer literacy to the extent possible.

· Organizing cultural activities.

· Health and hygiene maintenance.

· To provide opportunities to the children from poor section of society to intermingle with the better off sections of the society.

Our Team:

Presently we have a team of 14 salaried employees. Apart from this we have a network of volunteers of different skills which include doctors, theatre artists, activists, teachers, IT professionals etc who actively participate in our activities.

Our Problem:

At one of the 9 venues where we teach children, located at Neb Sarai (Near Sainik Farms), about 200 children are coming daily to study in two shifts – morning and evening. This school is presently being run in an open area. 

Teaching children in an open space takes its toll in the form of suspension of classes due to climatic conditions such as rainy days, extremely cold and hot days etc. This leads to interrupted teaching for children living in and around the slums. The attendance in these centres is irregular as the children attending these classes are either hesitant to attend classes or cannot do so due to other obligations the day. This is more so in the case of female children who are busy either with domestic work (at their homes or as domestic helpers) or attending to their younger siblings (most often infants). In addition to such irregular attendance, the classes get further delayed due to bad weather days causing a gap in the study patterns for these children, rendering all progress made with each child ineffective. 

In addition, studying in the open in extreme weather conditions leads to lack of concentration and attention span, which is problematic for both - the teachers and students.

Also we can not use electricity which is available there for fans, heaters, computers etc. 

In order to provide a solution to such obstacles, we wish to put a shade and make some classrooms so that children can study in a conducive and healthy environment. The estimated cost of shading and making classrooms is around INR 25,000 (Twenty Five Thousand) only. We propose to raise this amount through individual donations.
