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INTRODUCTION

Ank is a not for profit organization, established in Feb. 2004. ANK is engaged in the activities of providing education, promoting ICT(Information and Communication Technology), organizing health camps etc. 

Our mission is to empower the poor through knowledge, health care, education, vocational training and commitment.

We at “ANK” dream of an INDIA where every child goes to school and are given proper health care and shelter.

 The thought process behind ANK is that quality education is the only vehicle that can improve the living standards of the poor people.It is the only tool that can equip them to make informed and intelligent choices about their lives and future. It is the only weapon to fight poverty and truly empower the children who will be the face of India in the times to come.

Since last three years, ANK has been working in and around South Delhi area. Our educational learning centers for out of school children are in operation in Neb Sarai, Maidan Garhi and Saidualazab areas. Our Computer training center for underprivileged kids is operational in Saidualazab. Beneficiaries  of ANK include: -

800 out of school at risk vulnerable children.

120 women through Self Help Program.

400 MCD School teachers through IT training.

700 children through health camps.

Ank has a dedicated team of supervisors, trainers and community workers. We also have a network of volunteers from different backgrounds.

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YMCA NGO Mela
Children from ANK took part in the NGO mela organized by New Delhi YMCA. Children took part in the rangoli competition, folk dance competition, Face Painting competition and pot painting competition. Jyioti from ANK won the first prize in the folk dance, Mamta won the thirg prize in rangoli competition.
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ANK’s Educational Learning Center for Underprivileged Children:

Our Learning Centers provide education to children within the age groups of 6-14 years. Though it does not impart formal learning its focus is on the age appropriate overall development of the child’s attitudes, values and behavioral patterns. The programme aims at inculcating and stimulating every child’s endeavor towards taking care of his/her environment. Due to variety of social, cultural, economic and linguistic differences, there is a fair amount of flexibility in the teaching methodologies. The children are constantly encouraged and stimulated to grow at their own pace depending on their living environment. The centers are striving to satisfy the curiosity of the child and channel it in a creative direction.


The prime objective is to attain universalisation of elementary education in the project area. The programme is envisaged, to provide the children with basic education.
All the enrolled children in the learning centers are out of school, some of them never been to any formal school while some are drop outs from formal schooling system. The parents of these children are working and they neglect the education of their children. These children are mostly first generation of learners. The main problem lies that the parents of these children do not encourage them to go to school and study. During the day when both parents go to work to earn their livelihood, these children has the freedom of roaming around in the nearby areas. The children always prefer playing rather than going to school and study. Its very difficult to bring these children to school and get them learning.

The teachers of our learning centers try very hard to bring these children to the learning centers. It involves regular meeting with the parents and motivating them to encourage their children to go to the learning centers. A regular visit to the homes of the children is done to bring them to the learning centers.  

Neb Sarai Project:

The educational Learning center at Neb Sarai was started to conduct remedial classes for the children who were mainstreamed into the Government Schools of the area. A shaded classroom was constructed to provide better facility to the children. 70 underprivileged children were enrolled in the center. The children who were in need for remedial class were enrolled in the learning center.

The enrolled children were from following family backgrounds.

· Rag pickers

· Clay pot makers

· Laborers

· Housemaids etc

Emphasis was given to enroll maximum at risk girl child out of 70 enrolled children there were 48 girl child.

Saidualazab Project: -

The Saidualazab Learning Center got started in the month of May 2007 as part of our sponsorship program.
The educational Learning center at Saidulazab was started to conduct remedial classes for the children who were mainstreamed into the Government Schools of the area.

Highlights of the project

· Study chairs for the children.
· Small library of 300 books of different subjects for the children.
· Computers for the children.
· Separate toilets and drinking water facility.
· Availabity of electricity with fans and bulbs
 A rented basement of 1000 sq.feet was taken on rent to provide better facility to the children. 60 underprivileged children were enrolled in the center. The children who were in need for remedial class were enrolled in the learning center.

The enrolled children were from following family backgrounds.

· Rag pickers

· Local vegetable sellers

· House maids

· Laborers etc.

In this educational learning center we placed 4 computers to be used by the children for education through multi media. We used computers as an interactive teaching aid.

The children were enrolled in such a way that they were at risk from dropping out from formal schooling system.
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Computer Education:


ANK lays special emphasis on Computer Education in its various learning centers. The purpose of education is to empower the children with the requisite tools to help them live a dignified life and make right decisions. Not only is education important, computer education too is critical considering the role that technology plays in our lives and is likely to play in the coming years. While no computer can replace a good teacher, it is not always possible to get good teachers for all schools, especially in the interior rural areas. This is where computer enabled education complements the teacher in the classroom. Computer also helps attract students to schools as has been said “You bring computers into schools, you bring children to schools”. By making computers available in schools at the point of delivery of education we are trying to facilitate the primary and secondary level of education. In addition to the school programme we are also using the computers for adult
