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Our team is moving more of our lessons into a ' [q]
digital format. We find we are able to add layers like
video content and adjusting text level for all learners
while still keeping the interactivity and opportunities for
students’ to represent their knowledge in multiple ways.

Our framework includes distinct sections.

Title page: organizes the chapters

Prior knowledge pages: "what do the students know already?”
Content pages: text, maps, visuals, videos

Critical thinking pages: students use higher order thinking skills
Review: checking for retention
