Lesson Plan: Socials Research Project – Early Exploration – Canada
Tuesday, May 10, 2011
Objective: Gather information from a variety of sources to create a presentation that: identifies alternative perspectives on a selected event or issue; demonstrates knowledge of early European exploration of Canada; analyzes factors that influenced early European exploration of North America; or describes technologies used in exploration

Procedure:

· Carpet – explain project objective: Teach class about early exploration in Canadian history
· Find a person whom they have not work with for a while (12 pairs)
· Distribute pieces of paper

· Think of 3 topics of interest

· Start reading (school & public library resources; 20 minutes)

· Check student progress
· Chart – Topics: list all 3 topics per group and Ss decide who will do what 
· Chart – Criteria: content (Ss contribute 3); 10 minutes max; equal parts presenting; engaging activity (to enhance learning, i.e. song, game, picture book, skit, etc.)

· Format: any (use technology, like Science project, or none = ok)

· Equipment available (next lesson): Netbooks, video camera, still cameras, scanner, projector

· Continue reading or start planning
Next lesson:

· Create a plan for project research to enhance learning by answering questions such as: What will I present? How will I make the information interesting for the audience? What activity best represents my topic? How will I make the activity engaging for the audience? How will I divide the 10 minutes to present and do the activity?
· Confirm plan with T

Assessment:

· Was the student able to participate during the initial preparation stage for the project to ensure his/her understanding of the project objective and criteria?
