Assessment Task: Create a documentary film
 
Your task is to create a Five-minute documentary film in which you cast light on an aspect of life or culture in Cambodia. You will have learned the history of Cambodia and read about the recent events affecting people and communities there. We want you to use this information to help you springboard into new areas of knowledge, and to make use of your visit to Cambodia to catch some interesting and worthwhile footage and insight into the topic.

You will be in a group of THREE and will receive one iPod Touch from school to take with you to Cambodia. You can capture HD film using the iPod Touch and transfer it to your laptop. Once you return to school you will use iMovie to edit and make a film.

You should choose one of the following strands: 
· Temples and religion
· Arts
· Crafts and culture
· Children in Siem Reap at CFC schools
· The killing fields and war

We do not want you to provide easily available information about these strands. The documentary should be a genuine enquiry and exploration of the subject; think of your trip as a way to find out more. We are very happy for you to branch off in your own direction from one of these topics.
We also will offer you two things to help you with your film-making:

· Before you start, you will have a lesson from an Australian art director who has made many documentaries professionally. He will explain to you what you should consider when doing such a thing. Note that a good documentary should be exciting and fascinating, not just a glorified iPhoto album set to music!

· We have arranged an interview evening with some Cambodian people in Siem Reap who you will be able to meet during your trip. They will answer your questions, but these must be submitted in advance so they know what to say; be aware they are quite nervous and also their level of English is not so good so you will need to be kind and patient with them

Your documentary should be FIVE minutes long, at least. You should make sure you have included all of the following: 
· Music 
· Text and information 
· Film footage shot by you 
· Relevant information about the topic that you have researched
· Opening and closing credits
· Voiceovers and narration
· A progressive argument and enquiry into the topic as guided and suggested by the Film Director
· NOT an iPhoto album with some pictures and some basic words

We want this to be of a quality that can be viewed by adults. Think of the History Channel – that’s the level you should aim for! We don’t expect fabulous camerawork or animation – but the film should be overall interesting, stimulating and very worthwhile. We hope to have a film night for families to view these, so the pressure is on!
