| Method: |

Hook: Once students are all at the carpet (some may still be settling) begin to write on the board “What did you
do on the weekend?” Ask if any students can read it aloud; take some examples from the students

Lesson:
1. Give prompts if students are having a hard time thinking of what they did (ie. mention the weather if
they are struggling: “it was sunny, what did you do in the sun?”) take a couple more examples
2. Show students their writing books and remind them to write their names and try the date (point to
where the date is written in the classroom)
3. Remind students that you want them to tell you what they did on the weekend — thus draw a picture
and try some words that match this theme
4. Remind students we use pencils for our writing books
Send them to get their books and pencils to start working
6. Circulate to scribe some words and give reminders for missing information; encourage students to color
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
