2020 Tuition Fee Deferral Procedures for
Domestic and International Graduate Students 

Students receiving award money that covers all or most of their tuition fees are not eligible for deferral. 
Effective Summer 2020 tuition fee deferral is available to both domestic and international students enrolled in a Graduate program and employed by UBC as either a Teaching (TA) or Research Assistant (RA). 
NEW Fee deferral process

The new online application for students will be available March 1st for 2020 Summer. Students must submit a copy of their EPAF along with their application.

· Summer session: March 1 - April 30

· Winter Term 1: July 15 - August 31

· Winter Term 2:  November 1 - December 31

How to Apply:

2. Attach a copy of your Student Appointment or EPAF form, available from your Department.
3. Submit
**Please note for Winter session you may apply for deferral of both Term 1 and 2 provided that your EPAF covers both terms**.  If deferral is requested for both terms but you are only employed for one term, only the term that the you are employed, will be deferred.  
Fee Deferral dates are as follows:

Summer 2020 Term 1(May -June) deferred to June 30, 2020 (note Term 2 UPass fee will remain due in July)
Winter 2020 Term 1 (Sept.–Dec.) deferred to Nov. 30, 2020
Winter 2020 Term 2 (Jan - April) deferred to March 31, 2021

Students are encouraged to make partial payments towards their tuition fees in advance of the deferment date.  
Fees not Paid by Due Date:

Tuition balances not paid by the due date will result in student accounts being placed on financial hold and assessed a $35.00 processing fee.  Interest is assessed towards the end of each month and is charged at a rate of prime plus 6% per annum. When a student’s account is placed on financial hold, no subsequent registration activity will be allowed and no statement of grades, transcripts of academic record or graduation diploma will be issued.
