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Main Theme: This chapter discusses about the importance of planning the programs for ELLs at school based on the findings of  abundant studies on immigrant students. It provides consequently the factors educators need to consider, the standards for effective pedagogy, and the key points of action plans. 

●PISA research

Immigrant students perform similar or better than their native

peers in their learning dispositions；immigrant students have higher levels of interest and motivation in math, more positive attitudes towards schooling than their native peers while immigrant students perform lower than their native counterparts; immigrant students perform significantly lower than their native peers in key subjects as math, reading, science, and general problem-solving skills; different immigrant students' performance may be due to diverse backgrounds, different immigration policies, and settlement and integration programmes; math performance difference suggests stronger relationship between  language proficiency and math success, not as commonly believed; integration is not hindered by high levels of immigration or high levels of concentration of immigrants in schools

●In Canada

Second-generation immigrant students are at higher levels of math and reading than non-immigrant peers. First-generation immigrant children perform close to the latter; immigrant students in general do as well as the non-immigrant parents or even better; immigrant parent doesn't speak either language, French or English, whose children perform lower than non-immigrant students in reading, writing, and composition; one parent speaks either one language, whose children perform very well; time length increases performance; on average, immigrant students need eight years in public school education to catch up with their non-immigrant peers' level

Five Key Factors Influencing Academic Success among ELLs

Programme design: effective; programme implementation: full and effective; the breadth of instructional focus: linguistic, cognitive, and academic development of ELLs and a rich sociocultural environment; the quality of available instructional time

Five Standards for Effective Pedagogy

Joint productive activity; language development; contextualisation; instructional conversation

Ten Points for Action Plan

Gather useful data; use data responsibly; set specific goals; provide an initial assessment for every student; provide high-quality long-term language support; monitor progress over a multi-year period; make room for students' languages; prepare all teachers for linguistic and cultural diversity in the classroom; provide an inclusive learning environment; find new ways to involve parents
My Critical Argument: ELLs are believed to have different lengths of time to completely catch up with their native peers' basic language and academic language proficiency. Therefore, schools and educators need to provide long-term support and plan to help ELLs in all domains of competency development. It is also essential that the long-term support is provided for ELLs with consistency and access to a variety of ways appropriate for ELLs' development at different levels. 
New Vocabulary: Africentric; learning dispositions

Education Implications:Underperforming groups must be identified; inter-group differences calling for interventions; in-depth knowledge of each students' needs is essential; ELLs do not need remediation; immigrant students with gaps in their schooling need intensive support; ELLs need long-term support and monitoring; first language development is a critical factor; younger ELLs need support for language acquisition; older ELLs may need more intensive support; second-generation ELLs need language support; teachers need preparation for work in linguistically and culturally diverse classrooms
Comments on Discussion: School program planning based on relevant and recent research results about immigrant students would better fit with ELLs and benefit all students in general; schools that can provide positive learning environments support immigrant students' development in all domains; schools with culturally relevant educational experiences for groups are supportive for students from diverse cultural backgrounds.
Critical considerations of the reading analysis presentation: Different support for immigrant students from lower socioeconomic regions, for example, Africentric School in Toronto School District, has demonstrated how much effort could have been done to help with the development in all domains. But would this type of support cause any issues later on?

Further consideration?
Teachers and educators are expected to create an inclusive environment in class. Maintaining the balance between diversity and curriculum teaching goals calls for more effective ways in teaching (e.g., teaching cultural diversity as contents aiming at curriculum competencies).
