Current Events Broadcast Project

From a reliable news source (printed newspaper, nytimes.com etc.), find 3-4 articles from the time period assigned to your group and present these stories in the form of a news broadcast. You will be working in groups of 3; because our class has 28 students, only one group will be permitted to have 4 members. 

1. In the form of a video, turn the written news articles into a news broadcast. 
2. You may want to include music, text and graphics in your video.
3. You need a minimum of 1 person to be the news anchor, and one person to be the on-site reporter.
4. You can ask you friends to help you act out the story, but they will not be graded.
5. Keep your video between 8-12 minutes. 10 minutes is ideal. 12 min is MAX
6. You can watch some news online or on TV to get an idea of what a broadcast looks like.

8. Please check with your teachers to make sure that the articles you have selected are okay to use.
9. On the day of your presentation, you need to hand in the articles you have chosen. If you used an article from the newspaper, bring the newspaper clip. If you found it online, then print it out. 
10. Please highlight the articles’ publication date.
11. On your presentation day, you either need to have your video on a USB or on the internet.
