Lesson Plan- Beginner Band

Objectives:

Given a demonstration, explanation and modeling on performing stacatto, marcatto, tenuto, legato and accented articulation and dynamics the student will demonstrate the ability of applying these concepts to the pieces :”Liberty Bell March”, “Lord of the Rings”, “John William’s Trilogy”. The evaluation will be done in groups of three and consist of 8 bars excerpts of the piece. Students will perform these excerpts with no more than 2 mistakes (pass/ fail) evaluated by the student teacher.

Anticipatory Set: 
 2nd half rentals. ($40)


Warm Up: 
 Bb concert scale in whole, half and quarter notes. (5min) (Work with trp and trb 5 min each)

Exercises 103, 106, 107, 108, 109, 113, 114 (10 min)
 Introduction of the subject to be learned

"Today we will focus our class on playing stacatto, tenuto, legato and marcatto. In terms of rhythm we will work on triplets and continue working on sixteenth notes ”
Guided Practice:

Students perform by sections (Clarinets: 1 to 9, 42 to 46, 54 to 64, flutes 54 to 61’          Start with Gollum theme (explain change of tempo). Explain Triplets. (5min)

64 to 72)  (teacher monitoring the correct performance of them). (15 min total)


Play “Lord of the Rings” From beginning to 9 and from 42 to 72 (10 min)
“Batman” Rhythm (trumpet). Set up computer drums 
Syncopated Clock: Work with flutes on bar 32 to 35

Closure:

“I would like to congratulate and say thank you for your hard work today. I had a lot of fun working with you. Now lets give a last go to the piece shall we?!!” 
Ask students to move drums and amps to Auditorium.
