Guest speaker report:

This will be a secondary source of information for term papers and therefore covering material discussed during the guest speaker lecture will be a major component. Participants are encouraged to use their own creativity. This assignment is collected in the session following the guest speaker’s lecture. 
Contribution sheet:

After each presentation other participants will fill up a contribution sheet in which they mark the presentation on the basis of structure and clarity, content, audience engagement, and visual aids. This sheet will be given to the presenters during the following class and will provide them with feedbacks in regards to their presentation and their presenting skills.

Weblog:

In this course we will also use means of technology such as a weblog and interchange mailing groups in order to allow everyone to communicate freely and provide a central core in which all the material of the class can be found. Participants are encouraged to communicate via the weblog and initiate discussions or topics that we didn’t have chance to cover during the allotted time of our course.
Written response:

Writing responds are brief summaries of the class discussions and presentations from each participant’s point of view which should be saved and handed in at the end of the term. This can be looked at as a reference that students have readily an access to and use for purposes such as their term papers.

Final Term paper:

Each group is responsible for writing a term paper that is approximately 2500 word in length.Term paper is aimed to give a comprehensive overview of different topics covered in the course, this is a chance for students to conclude all of their learning in a written work and present it to the class. This part of the assessments is open to any new ideas and participants are encouraged to use their creativity in order to present a strong argument.  
Suggested topics:
1. What has been the evolving impact of religious beliefs on the development of architecture in Iran?
2. Write in more detail about the design of the major religious buildings with regards to the theological concepts.
3. How have climate and social organizations affected architectural solutions for private/public buildings in Iranian culture.

4. Examine how understanding of space in terms of organization in theory appears in architecture in a specific period.

5. Effects of Gender on architecture.

6. What role have women had in the development of Iranian architecture?
7.  Government and architecture.
8. How has building planning evolved through time?
9. Post modern, neo-classic architecture in Iran.
What is plagiarism?

"British Columbia joined Confederation in 1871" is common knowledge. "As of December 31, 2005, Safeway operated 1775 stores in North America" is not.
