What are the legal issues of digital properties?
Many have, and I agree, characterized our copyright laws as arcane. The formation of digital rights management systems seems to have developed as a response to the problems posed by the piracy equation. But what will the true impact of the DRM tools are and will it bring about an academic lock up of ideas and information particularly for educators and students? The thought that digital content is inherently different from other content is becoming prevalent. I do not believe that the intellectual property systems are going to in any way be able to adapt to the current rate of change with digital technologies. Countless people agree that in regards to rights and technology it seems the individual rights of a few are shadowing the human rights of many and this needs to be stopped. More serious thought needs to be given to the rights of digital technology users particularly in the field of education.  The idea presented by Lessig, that there is actually a difference between “transformative copying” and “piracy” rings true. Perhaps imitation, in a digital sense, really is the sincerest form of flattery.
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
