


· Digital Asthestics refers to the increase in the importance of the computer in art and design AND how the culture of technology has altered what we perceive as artistic.

· Authorship, intellectual property (IP) and technology.

· Ideas of ownership around IP quite recent, in oral traditions, no one owned a story... or did they? Were people to be telling stories from other clans and making them their own?? I wonder

· -The printing press really made the need for ownership critical

· -IP is one of the foundations of the new econonmy of information-based societies

· –borrowing someone eles style has become an accepted practice in post-mod with the erosion of the idea of an artist as the original genius
· Some are now arguing that information is experienced and not possessed -  hence the big open ware/share ware movement and the development of the Linux OS which allows users to alter/modify the programming components and even encourages it.

· Net culture/ = Net Art

· Some theorists who believe that the sharing afforded by the internet is the major social  benefit of informational technology

· = like the 1.0 vs 2.0 debate
· Huge impact of digital photograph on culture  ie manipulation
· Druckery – claims that we see differently, as a collective, due to digital imagery... we can no longer trust an image to be saying what we think it’s saying
· – author states that digital asthetics isn’t about what we sense, it’s what the technology does to our senses, how it transforms our senses
