	What the data says (please be specific)

	· Overall results show that 59% of our students (mostly elementary students) performing at or above average; with the exception of several students with poor attendance and working below grade level. Peaks in below average and again at high average over the normal curve. Some students to the high school level in certain sections of the test are also at average and above. 
· The participation rate was under 50%

· Gr. 6: 60% and up meeting or exceeding expectations; Gr. 7 50% (math) 75% computation meeting expectations – weakness in mathematics section of assessment.

· Gr. 8,9 students performed well in computation and estimation, and very poorly in the mathematics section.

· Gr. 10 students are low across the board only 20-30% in stanine 4 and above.

	Why - list hypothesis for the current situation


	· The good results due to : good quality Tier 1 classroom instruction, high expectations and one on one Tier 2 interventions in class.
· Small group instruction and use of manipulatives regularly to reinforce concepts, support student focus and give immediate feedback for any challenges students have.

· The low participation rate suggests that most likely the higher performing students with good attendance wrote the test; poorer students with sporadic attendance did not which skewed the results up.

· The poor performance of some elementary students and the high school due to cumulative skill gaps due to poor attendance, transience, poor attitude and social issues interfering; the test was given too early in the term and many students were not yet in ‘school mode’ – not enough time to review concepts.
· Some of the students still have test anxiety and students were not allowed to use manipulatives on the test; whereas many of the students are accustomed to using manipulatives to solve problems.

	
	

	How will results be improved this year?


	· Work with small groups to target student challenges and provide individualized instruction to fill skill gaps.
· Work with parents to increase attendance and punctuality, and homework.

· Build confidence in reluctant risk takers

· Monitor classroom instruction and set expectations for maximizing instructional time and focusing on students’ skill needs.

· Use of manipulatives in higher grades to try and reinforce and teach basic concepts and skills – and lots of practice.

· Each class set short term goals starting in January to target areas of weakness identified that will be assessed at mid-term and end of term.
