Marks will reflect both quality and quantity of research, with greater emphasis on quality.  For example, omission of a key resource would receive a partial mark.  A shorter, selective bibliography reflecting works cited / key works and up to date information is, from my perspective, better than a longer bibliography with less relevant works.
